User Interface

Start Menu

To open the start menu select the icon E in the bottom left hand corner of the
Notebook desktop. Once the menu has been opened you will be greeted with a
variety of options.

Applications

Once in the start menu, a list of all installed applications is visible, sorted
alphabetically. Tiled shortcuts will appear on the right for selected pre-installed
= applications. There is also the option to add tile shortcuts for easier access to
your most used applications.

Adding a shortcut tile to start menu

Click the start button. Right click on an application icon and select pin to start. This will create a tile
in the start menu for the selected programme.

Removing shortcut tile from start menu

Click the start button. Right click on an application tile and select unpin from start. This will remove
the desired program from the start menu but not from your Notebook.

Adding shortcut to the taskbar

Click the start button. Right click on an application tile and select pin to taskbar. This will add the application icon to the
taskbar at the bottom of your screen.




Moving a Desktop shortcut

Click and hold onto the icon you wish to move. As you drag the icon it will become semi-transparent.
You can then slide it to the desired location, and then release your the mouse.

Removing a Desktop Shortcut

Right click on an application icon and select delete from the drop down menu that appears.

Windows Action Centre

The Action Center is where you’ll find application notifications and quick actions. On the taskbar,
look for the Action Center icon E The Action Center allows access to quick settings, in the form of
small boxes at the bottom of the panel.

‘X’ to clear notifications.

External Storage
Inserting a Memory Card

This Notebook accepts microSD memory cards. This allows you to increase the memory capacity of your Notebook and also

to play media files that are stored on the memory card (e.g. music, photos or video files).

To insert a memory card:

e Align the memory card with the microSD slot. The metal portion of the memory card should be facing away from the
screen.

e Push the card into the slot, until you hear a click. This signifies that the card is locked into place.

Do not attempt to insert objects other than a SD card into the card slot. A compatible memory card should fit easily into the card slot. If the card will
not easily fit, check the alignment of the card. Do not attempt to force it into the slot. Avoid touching the metallic contacts of the memory card.

Online

Physical theft

Erasing your personal data

If you sell your Notebook on, or discard it you should erase the data in memory, before you do so. This securely erases your
data so that it cannot be recovered.

Encrypting your data

Sign in to Windows with an administrator account. Select the Start button E, then select Settings > Update & Security >
Device encryption. If device encryption is turned off, select Turn on.

If device encryption is not available on your device, follow these steps to turn on standard BitLocker encryption instead:
Sign in to your Windows device with an administrator account. In the search box on the taskbar, type Manage BitLocker and
then select it from the list of results. Select Turn on BitLocker and then follow the instructions. (If BitLocker is turned on and
you want to turn it off, select Turn off BitLocker.)
